To reduce manufacturing time to produce playground equipment I developed a new process using rotational molding with inherent color in the plastic. This process allowed our company to reduce production time from 2 weeks per single order complete to completing 2 orders per day. This project was completed in a 2 year period.
I re-designed our clients advertising by bringing the McDonald’s Characters down the local store level by creating both outdoor & indoor play facilities adjacent to their dining areas.  I identified our target audience as 1 to 12 year olds and related the characters to the children in the target age group.  Then, I researched all safety regulations for play equipment, built prototypes for testing & performance effectiveness and evaluation for use at stores. We performed customer research of the prototypes and analyzed findings.  We then made recommendations and proposals to our client, and upon approval, we implemented the concept world-wide.  The result was a net sales increase for our client of 
2.5 billion dollars per year. This was accomplished within a 5 year period.
In order to reduce manufacturing costs I researched and identified new rotational molding and rim injection molding techniques to reduce parts costs. Then created flame technique so paint will stick to the plastic. After solving these problems the company put process into production. Reducing individual parts cost by 60% or some where from $400 to $500 each part. This project was completed in 2 Years. 
After a franchise restaurant burned to the ground because of the high percentage of plastic and other flammable materials used to build the interior area, it was clear that standardized building, safety and evacuation standards and codes were needed but not in place.  By researching and identifying older movie theater codes and working with fire marshals, I created a new floor plan that included a 44 inch walk space between fixed obstructions. This standard is now in used by all fire marshals in the U.S. & Canada.  This project was accomplished in 4 months.

Upon further tests, it was determined that the silver reflective coated windows reduced infrared light and heat transmission from entering the plane by 35%.  As a result, all aircraft, cars and buildings now use heat reflective window materials based on my original design.
